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POLICY FOR THE PROVISION OF HOME LEARNING DURING THE Covid-19 PANDEMIC
OVERVIEW

This policy sets out the strategy that the school will use in the event of it having to send pupils home due of outbreaks of C-19 infection. For pupils who need to work at home and those who are isolating, the school will do all that it can, within its resources, to ensure that they can learn successfully at home. The school will follow the latest advice provided by the DfE if and when it needs to enact the intentions set out in this policy. 
INTENT
1. The school will do all that it can, within its resources, to ensure that those pupils who are isolating from school or have been sent home because of outbreaks of the virus, can continue to learn successfully at home.
2. The school will use Class Dojo and other appropriate means to communicate with parents, to keep them informed and to offer guidance about how they can support their pupils’ remote learning.

3. The school will export the curriculum into pupils’ homes by teachers and staff setting appropriate tasks and by supporting learning in every way it can within its available resources.
4. Where possible the school will make appropriate use of internet face-to-face contact to try to maintain the partnership for learning between pupils and teachers on a daily basis.

5. The school will follow the DfE guidelines for making provision for the continuing safeguarding, care and support of all pupils, especially those who are vulnerable.

6. The school will make every endeavour within its resources, to offer appropriate support to those with SEND and ECHPs

7. It will liaise with appropriate agencies to maintain the specialist support that some pupils may need.

IMPLEMENTATION

1. To maintain teaching and learning of the curriculum the school will provide pupils with appropriate tasks and work to carry out at home. Work will be set and uploaded via Class Dojo and delivered through daily Zoom sessions with each class from Nursery to Y6.
2. Teachers will maintain regular contact with their pupils so that they can support learning.

3. Where homes and pupils do not have access to computers or the internet, alternative strategies will be used so that those pupils are not disadvantaged. Where possible electronic access will be provided or paper based resources will be delivered.
4. Where they cannot be provided by the pupils’ homes, the school will do its best to provide appropriate materials and the other essentials necessary for pupils to learn e.g. writing materials, rulers, pencils, paper, colouring materials and work books.
5. If and when it is made available, the school will use DfE additional funding to fill gaps in pupils’ resources and needs.

6. Where it is appropriate and possible to do so, the internet will be used safely by the school to maintain contact with pupils and parents to provide support for teaching and learning.

7. The school will follow the DfE guidelines and make appropriate provision for the continuing safeguarding, care and support of all pupils, especially those who are vulnerable.

8. The school will do all that it can within its resources, to offer appropriate support to those with SEND and ECHPs

9. The school will remain available to offer help and advice to parents who request support with the provision of learning at home.
IMPACT

This policy sets out the intent and broad guidelines that will underpin the school’s actions if there is a need for pupils to work remotely and remain at home due to an outbreak of CV19 or in the event of a local or national lockdown. The working details of the policy will be devised at the time of need so that they can address the particular circumstances of that emergency. The prime intention of the school is that pupils will continue to be educated on site unless it becomes unsafe to continue. If this policy needs to be enacted it is expected that all parents and the school will work together in partnership to resolve any problems that need to be overcome.

Remote Learning offer Autumn 2020

Children who are isolating at home whilst the class remains in school:

Absent children will be marked on the register with an X if the absence is linked to Covid-19.
Where a child has the x code, the teacher will set work and clarify what the child must complete each day. The teacher will request that all completed work be uploaded onto the child’s individual portfolio within Class Dojo. It is the responsibility of the teacher to ensure that set work is completed and assessed as they would within the classroom. The class TA may support with this if the teacher assigns them to do so.

For children in EYFS and Y1 work must be uploaded via Class Dojo each morning for the child to complete each day.

Families who do not access technology must have a paper pack sent home. The teacher should arrange for this to be put together showing which work is to be completed on each day. The pack can be sent to the office where arrangements will be made for it to be delivered to the pupil’s home.

Children from Y2-Y6 will be invited to Zoom in to sessions within the classroom. If this is a challenge for younger pupils then they can just complete work uploaded onto Dojo or the paper work pack. The class teacher can use a conference speaker to improve sound. Where appropriate, with older children a talk partner may be assigned to the pupil working from home. As this is a new system, we will be monitoring it closely to ensure that it is worthwhile for the pupil and manageable for staff.
For whole class, year group or school remote learning:

The teacher will record 3 short videos per day (these should be short and focused) to demonstrate the maths, English and topic objective to be covered that day. The teacher will follow the usual class timetable as far as practicably possible.

The 3 videos will share the individual objective with the children and provide a model for them to refer back to should they need to. The 3 videos should be uploaded onto Class Dojo at 8:40am along with any other expectations for the day, e.g. 30 minute quiet read, 20 minute time tables rock stars etc.

A morning zoom session will take place to share the work expectations for the day and recap on the objectives. 

Class Dojo can be used by the children to ask for support should they require it.

An afternoon session will take place around 2-2:30 to review the learning and to give time for a PSHE session.

The teacher may read to the class or children could share good work.
