Reading Books
All children will get a reading book and reading record book on Friday 26th September.

Please read with your child every day and write in the record book when you read



together. We will read with all the children three times each week when we are doing
guided reading. Please bring the books to school every day in the school book bag.

Bags
The only bag your child will need in school every day is a school book bag. If you do wish

to send in a change of clothes/ underwear in case of accidents please put it in a bag
labelled with your child’'s name on their coat peg. (No plastic bags, please!) This can
then be left in school, alternatively keep a change of clothes in their book bag.

Coats

The children do need a coat in school every day as we do try to go outside whatever
the weather! The children are encouraged to fasten their own coats. Please practice this
at home. Please put your child’s name in the coat.

Wellingtons
Please can all children have a pair of wellingtons with their name on to keep in school.

The wellies can be kept on the
welly racks. Thank you
